Accreditation
· How will the regulation world look in Ohio?  Can we require accreditation for some agencies, and not for others in the consolidated environment?
· Incentivize accreditation for smaller agencies, or is business need enough incentive??
· ‘Grandfathering’ provision for currently lic/certified agencies after consolidation will need additional details.
· How does Accreditation improve the quality of service?  Discussion of the history
· State regulations are set at minimum standards
· Business development tools, performance improvement, focus on the customer, client, employees etc.
· If we eliminate the accreditation mandate, will many currently accredited agencies ‘give this up’ and opt to use State licensing and certification again? Should agencies which do not choose to obtain accreditation pay a Licensure/cert fee to the State?
· 147 ODADAS sites for treatment side agencies out of 700 sites (duplicate owners) that are accredited
